ele We, the undersigned, wishing to secure for ourselves the pleasures
and benefits of the assoclation of persons commonly interested in
Amateur Radio, do hereby constitute ourselves the SOUTHEAST ARKANSAS
AMATEUR RADIO CIUB and do enact this constitubtion as our governing
law., Tt ghall be our purpose to facilitate the exchange of infor-
mation and general co-operation between members, to promote radio
knowledge, fratermalism and individual efficiency, and to so con=-
duet eludb programs and activities as to advance the general inter-
est and welfare of amateur radio in Southeast Arkansas,

ARTICIE I

Nemberghin:
Section 1, All persons interested in amateur radio shall be

elgible for membership., Membership shall be made by application
and election upon such terms as the club shall by its By-Iaws
provide. Amateur Radio being defined as "An individual interest-
ed in radio technigue solely with a personal aim and without re-
cuniary interest.®

ARTICIE II

Officers: Section 1. The officers of this club shall be: A President;
Vice President = Activities Manager and a Secretary-Treasurer.

Section 2, The Board of Directors shall consist of five members
of the club, Namely Presigent, Vice President = Activities Mana-
ger, Secretary-Treasurer and the immediate past president and
the trustee,

Section 3, The officers of this club shall be elected for a term
of one year by ballot of the members present provided there be a
quorun at the annual meeting on last meeting of August,

Seetion 4. Vacancles occurring between elections must be filled
by special ballot at the first regular meeting at which the with-
drawal or resignation is announced

Section 5, Officers may be removed on motion by a three fourths
vote of the membership,

ARTICIE III &

Duties of

Officers:s Section 1, The President shall preside at all meetings of this
club, and conduct the same aceording to ‘the rules adopted, he
shall enforce due observance of this Constitution and By-Iaws;
decide all questions of order; sign all official documents thaf
are adopted by the club and perform all customary duties pertain-
ing to the office of president.
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Meetings:

Membership

Section 2. The Viece~President = Activities Manager shall assume
all the duties of president in the sbsence of the latter. He

shall organize club member radio statlion activities, and plan and
recommend contests for operating benefit, and to advance the gen-
eral clu‘b interest and activity as may be approved by the club,

He shall maintain close liaison with the ARRL Emergency Coordinator
or SEC to further the fullest possible club partiecipation in the
Amateur Radio Emergency Corps. He shall keep informed by question-
naires or other means of the equipment, normal operating frequen-
cies and hours, and type of operatien of such members as possess
station equipment to facilitate emergency organization and to help
in planning general interest activities. He shall encourage all
members in reporting activities of interest to the club, all these
things to meke the reputation of the club and amatemr radie activi-
ties in Southeast Arkangas as outstending as possible, He may!
appeint traffic committees or assistants to aid in specific branch-
es of activity.

Section 3, The Secretary-Treasurer shall keep a record of the
proceedings of all meetings, keep a roll of membsrs and carry on

all correspondence, read communications at each meeting and notify
each member of every meeting of the club, except when excused by
action under By-Laws, He shall receive and receipt for all monies
paid to the club; he shall keep an accurate account of all monies
received and expended, He shall pay no bills without proper authori-
zetion, He shall at the expiration of his term turn over everything
in his possession belonging to the club to his suceessor, !

ARTICIE IV

Section 1, The By-Laws shall provide for regular and special meet=
ings. At meetings one fourth of the membership shall constitute a
quorum for the transaction of business,

ARTICIE V

Section 1. The Southeast Arkansas Club by mejority vote of those
present at any regular meeting, mey levy upon the general member=
ship such dues or assessments as shall be deemed necessary for the
business of the organization mthin its object as set forth in the
preamble thereof,

ARTICIE VI

Section 1. This club shall enact appropriate rules to minimize
interference in operation between stations of its members; it ‘
shall formulete adequate plans for disposition of any cases of |
interference to other radio services where reported as caused bw
an amateur station opsration in the aree of club jurisdiction,
The club through various designated committees will provide techni=
cal agvice to members concerning equipment design and operation to
assist in frequency obssrvance, clean signals, uniform practice,
and absence of spurious radiations from club member'-statlonsa

Section 5. Any three members of the Board of Directors shall be business
committee for authorizing the Treasurer to pay bills.
